· If a pupil is awaiting collection they should be moved to the ‘isolation’ room (Large room located in the Family Hub) – The school to inform the Family Hub before transferring the pupil

· If the bathroom is required. The bathroom should be cleaned and disinfected using standard cleaning products before being used by anyone else

· PPE MUST be worn by staff caring for the pupil while they await collection if a distance of 2 metres cannot be maintained.

	
	Other than cough or loss of sense of smell/taste. This is because a cough of anosmia can last for several weeks once the infection has gone.

· If the test is NEGATIVE and you no longer have symptoms similar to COVID you return to school

	· In an emergency if someone is seriously ill CALL 999
· Any member of staff who has supported someone with symptoms do NOT need to go home to self-isolate UNLESS they develop symptoms themselves, in which case they should arrange a test or if the symptomatic person test positive or they have been requested to do so by NHS Test and Trace

· Everyone MUST wash their hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with soap and water or use hand sanitiser after any contact with someone is unwell.

It is likely that a child having an out-of-hospital cardiac arrest will be known to you. We accept that doing rescue breaths will increase the risk of transmitting the COVID-19 virus, either to the rescuer or the child. However, this risk is small compared to the risk of taking no action as this will result in certain cardiac arrest and the death of the child.  

· When performing CPR phone an ambulance and use compression only CPR until the ambulance arrives.
